The results of the study on the structural pattern of household consumptlon m Chlang
" Mai in 2004 showed that househeld expendlture on consumptlon was 10 741.71 baht per month.
Of ﬂns amount households spent most on. food and beverages aecoummg for 30. 58 % .

Expendttures on transportatlon and commumcatron and on housing as percentages of total
ownersh:p of dwellmg and by marital status of household head, similar structural pattern of
consumpt:lon was found. However when expendtture was class:fied by sex of household head, by
education level of household head, and by locahon of dwe]lmg, drﬂ'erent household consumption
patterns were found.

| On the study of consumption equatton for households in Chiang Mai province, factors
: whrch were found to be statlstlcally related to household consumptxon at 0.1 level of significance
were: household i income, educauon level of household head and location of residence. Other
factors, i.e, age of household head household size, ownershrp of dwellmg, and marital status of
household head were found to not to be statistical srgmﬁcantly related to househo]d consumptlon...
Moreover the results of the study showed that when there is an increase in household income by
100 baht households with smgle household heads spent 35.64 baht more than households with

mamed household heads.
