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ABSTRACT

This study examined affecting investors’ decision and their investment behavior factors
in putting money into UOB Sure Dairy Open-ended Fund. Information and data were collected by
questionnaire interview from 300 samples of UOB’s clients at its Chiang Mai City branch.
Analysis was performed upon the results of descriptive statistics and priority ranking of important
investment decisive factors.

The majority of samples under study could be characterized as female, 42 years old on
the average, with education higher than bachelor’s degree, private company workers, earning
30,001-50,000 baht monthly income, having 4 family members on the average, and residing in
their own house.

The first three most important factors affecting the decision to invest in UOB Sure Daily
Open-ended Fund were found to be the rate of return from this investment being higher than the
rate of interest from 3 month fixed deposit at commercial banks, the exemption of 15% tax on the
return from investment in open-ended fund, and high liquidity of the fund allowing trading

transaction every working day.



The study on investment behavior revealed the difference among people with different
backgrounds. Those government workers, government enterprise workers, and private company
employees generally invested in this fund no more than 100,000 baht per person. Retires,
housewives, and male heads of family made about 300,001-500,000 baht investment, Meanwhile,
most private business operators would invest more than 500,000 baht. UOB’s clients in all
professional categories virtually on the averase made short term investment not exceeding one
year, bought this type of asset four times per year, made trading transaction once a month, set no
budget limit for investment in each year, and they studied investment information from UOB

staffs before making decision.
