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ABSTRACT

This study has three objectives, which are: 1) to study the economic and financial
potential of the Nursing Service Center Project at the Faculty of Nursing, Chiang Mai University,
2) to study and compare the capital required and returns of this investment, and 3) to study the
sensitivity of the project. This study classifies capital and returns before analyzing possible
outcomes using Net Present Value (NPV), Benefit-Cost Ratio (BCR), Internal Rate of Return
(IRR) and Payback Period methods. Moreover, the sensitivity analysis of this project is analyzed
to test changes in capital and returns, and examine its effect on the project’s feasibility. The
sensitivity analysis is performed by dividing the analysis into six cases according to changing
events that affect the capital required and the returns.

A financial feasibility analysis of the project found that it is worthy of investment, while
the sensitivity analysis found that the project can withstand risks and uncertainties in all of the six
event cases. In other words, despite potential changes in the environment, this project is still
worth investing in. In terms of the economic feasibility analysis, it was also found that the project
is worthy of investment, and it is feasible in terms of the changing events analysis, as it was able

to withstand the assumed risks and uncertainties in all cases.
