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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study conditions, needs
and problems relating to the use of microcomputers in secondary
schools in Bangkok metropolitan area.

The population consisted of 38 administretors of the schools
which were currently using microcomputers, and 39 mathematics program
leaders in the same schools. The samples of 38 computer teachers were
- randomly drawn for the study. The questionnairs were used for
gethering data. The detes were anlyzed by computing frequencies,
percentages, erithmetic means and standard diviations of the scores.
The results were as follows 1

1. There ere 389 secondary schools in Bangkok metropolitan area

are currently using microcomputers. Most of school aedministrators,



teachers and the mathematic program leaders have little knowledge in
computer. It 1is also found that most. of the schools do not have
edequate software and computer personels.

2. Most of the schools used 16 bits microcomputer. It was also

-found that the use of microcomputers in school is still very limited.
Among the three mains usages of microcomputers namely 3§ computer
managed instruction, computer assisted instruction and computers for
services, the computer assisted instruction are among the most
frequent used.

3. Microcomputers are viewed as the essential instructional
tools. Each school need approximately 19 more microcomputer sets for
the instruction. Moreover, it is suggested that schools should
improve their computer teachers interms of knowledge and competencies.

4. The most recognized problem on computef utilization is the
lack of computer hardware, the lack of computer persomnels and
the inadequated budget.

It was suggested the minisﬁry of education should provide
training 6n computer for school teachers end other personnels.

Computer Service Institution have to assist or train computer
personels and give essential knowledge in computer. In order to

promote the use of microcomputer in school.
