The purpose of this study are s First, to investigate

the ability of Mathayomsuksa 5 student in using an
invisible-type esgsay writing +to write essay compared with
visible-type essay writing. Second, to investigate the
students preferrence to the use of the invisible-type essay
writing. The subjects consisted of 28 Mathayomsuksa 5 student
at the Demonstration School, Chiang Mai University. Subjects
were target an invisible-type essay writing, and were asked to
write two type of essays, the invisible and the visible essay.
The experiment lasted for 6 Week. the subjects were asked +to
write 6 essays, there were invisible essays, the other three
were invisible essays. Three judges were used to score the six
egsays;

[t was found that the.means of the invisible-type essay
were significantly higher than the means of the subjects
prefered the invisible-type essays.

it is concluded that the invisible-type essay help
student write better essay compared with the regular essay
writing. The invisible essay writing is a pfeferred met hod

compared with the regular essay wr iting.
