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Abstract

This independent. study aimed to find out about changes occurred as
the results of the Guidance Teachers Training Project. dissemination in
Chiang Mai’s educational opportunity expsmnsion schools. Inplenentat.ion
methods, school practices, teachers’ behaviors, and changes including
students’ satisfaction of their school lives were studied. The population
were the nine educational cpportunity expansion schools under the Department,
of General Education in Chiang Mai. Data were given by nine school
administrators and nine guidance teachers from the nine schools. 450
Mathayom Suksa 3 students, 50 from each school, were randomly sampled.
Quest.ionnaires were used to cobtain all data which were later analyzed hy

means of percentages, means, snd standard deviations.



The results were as follous.

1. Project Dissemination Most schools, which had sent both
their administrators =and the teachers responsible for guidance to
attend the training course, chose to explain the project expectations
to all teachers in the meetings and gaﬁe them hand-outs. In the meet.ings‘,
each school used "Palung Tien" handbook borrowed from various sources as
media. Most. schools organized for one—day meeting. Some scheools faced
the problem of inadequate budget and materials.

2. Schools’ Operation Plans and Teachers”’ working Bebaviors Most
schools had at_.t.empted to foster students’® enthusiasm in learning and their
well-being and happiness in schools before the project started. However,
they began students® field~trips and encourgement of vocational abilities
after the project dissemination. Most schools had also provided various
elective courses before. Some schools still didn’t send their students for
vocat.ional training at the vocational resources centers. Most teachers had
been encouraging students’ enthusiasm in learning, vocational abilities,
and well-being consistently. They thought, however, that schools made
improvements in all aspects after this project. It was, on the contrary,
found that students felt thére were not. much change in school activities
and services.

3. Students’ Satisfaction of School Lives They were satisfied with
their own bebaviors, their relationship with peers, and the treatment they
received from schools.

It could be concluded then that some changes occurred after project
implementation. Therefore, the objectives of the project, the policy of

Department. of General Education, and the curriculum aims were met.
