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Abstract

This study examined the current state and problems of the
school service affairs administration in General Education Department
secondary schools in Chiang Rai Province. It also sought to identify
practical ways and means as well as guidelines for improving this work.
study population comprised 126 teachers, three in each of the 42
schools, in charge of the school service assigmment in their respective
schools. The checklist and open-ended questionnaire was administered
and subsequently collected data were analyzed through application of
percentage.

The study revealed that overall schools were found to provide
adequate guidance and counseling services for their students properly,
specifically designated rooms and attending counseling teachers: school

libraries were up to standard and properly located well displaying



reading promoting atmosphere and providing adequate services; necessary
audio-visual equipment/materials existed in sufficient quantity and
gocd cordition and properly housed in well kept quarters/rooms; nursing
rooms were available regularly providing health promotion activities
and counseling sessions. Schools allowed outsiders to sell food and
provide clean drinking water for both teachers and students ; school
environment was well kept dotted by recreational sites and cool, shady
areas, buildings adequately lighted, kept clean and tidy and equipped
with telephores, electricity and supply water systems; schoolwide
public relations services were offered through wiring system and school
Journals and rxewsletters; most schools provided good transportation
services for their teachér‘s and students with Vehicles regularly tended
to; school facilities, though generally available, were still not quite
sufficient especially telephones; schools lacking adequate drinking
water were able to solicit assistance from other agencies and even
constructed their own storage tanks for long—term consumption; welfare
services in general were able to meelt teachers, studenis and official
demands; most schools were found to hold regular joint activities with
surrounding communities and served as community service centers;
cooperatives mobilizirgy capital from both teachers and §tudents were
operating in all schools; finally, special activities were occasionally
held in response to government and school policies as well as to

specific and periodical requests from higher level agencies.
