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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to construct Hyperbook lessons for Instruction System
Design and Development course. The subjects were 13 first year graduate students in the
academic year 2002, Department of Educational Technology, Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai
University. The instruments of this study were the Hyperbook lessons and questionnaires.
Usability Test was done by having students used the Hyperbook lessons constructed by the
author. After that, They were asked to fill out the questionnaires. Then data were collected,
analyzed and presented in descriptive.

The results showed that the constructed Hyperbook could be used as supplementary
media for Instruction System Design and Development course. The screen design, fonts, fonts
sizes, color of fonts and background of the screen in Hyperbook were snitable. The arrangement
of the title and the botton in each page were consistency and were corrected linking. Moreover,
Hyperbook also provided some illustrations and flowcharts. The subjects were able to learn with
the Hyperbook lessons by themselves anywhere and anytime. The Hyperbook lessons could be
printed out. However, there were some problems such as some pages had too mﬁch text, some
pages had very few. The color of fonts in some pages involved the problem of reading. In addition,
the exit button had no confirmed dialogue box. Therefore, the subjects suggested that the problems

should have been corrected accordingly.
