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ABSTRACT

This study was aimed to investigate results of school computer club activity
implementation emphasizing learning networking via internet. The population of study
included 30 upper secondary school students joining the computer club in the first semester of
academic year 2003 at Chakkhamkanathon School, Lamphun Province.

The experimental instruments consisted of; (1) seven activity plans for computer club
covering 15 periods of 50 minutes (2) a student’s interaction behavior observation form, (3) a
student’s performance evaluation form, and (4) a questionnaire concerning students’ opinions
about working through the computer club activities. The collected data were analyzed by using

percentages, means, and standard deviations, and presented through tables with descriptions.

The major findings were as follows:

1.As for students’ interaction behaviors through networking via internet, they logged
on internet from their homes and school while exchanged their learnings through webbords,
E-mails, and network chats. They designed their web pages by studying through web sites,
reading books and their teachers’ guidance as well as using search engines.They exchanged their

knowledge and ideas by searching, downloading data, and copying graphics. Through working



with groups, they gained more experiences in dealing with and solving problems, feeling more
confident, seeking more knowledge, having opportunities to communicate their knowledge and
verbal skills, as well as applying their internet knowledge to learning other subjects.

2. Students’ outcomes participating in school computer activity included five web
pages namely; Small Buddha’s Images in Lamphun Family; Motor Club; The World Record
People; The Legend of the Small Budda’s Images Called Phra Rod of Mahawan Temple; and
Variety of the North. All of these web pages were evaluated by both students and their teacher at
the satisfactory level in average.

3. As respect to the students opinions concerning the organization of the school computer
club activity emphasizing learning networking via internet, most students viewed that the
activities were appropriate, utilized, related to their interests, allowed to develop creativity,
enthusiasm, and responsibility. They could apply internet to communication and exchange ideas

efficiently and economically.
