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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to develop lesson plans for English language
skills through mathematics word problems of Prathom Suksa 6 students, to study
English language skills before and after learning through the plans, and to study
students’ opinions concerning those plans. The sample studied was 16 Prathom Suksa 6
students from Wat Wang Sing Kham School, Mueang Chiang Mai District, Chiang Mai
Province, in the first semester of the Academic year 2003. The instruments included :
ten lesson plans for English language skills through mathematics word problems, an English
language skills test and a students opinions questionnaire. The data obtained were analyzed
by using percentages, means, standard deviations and t-test. The data were presented through
tables and descriptions.

The {indings were summarized as follows:

1. The lesson plans for English language skills through mathematics word
problems were appropriate both contents and activities. They could developed students’
English language skills.

2. The students who learned English through mathematics word problems
had differential scores of English languages before and after learning at the significant
level of .01

3. All of the samples expressed their views that the mathematics word
problems were not too difficult. They could understand and find the answers

for the problems. They also liked the activities in the lesson plans.
