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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to design lesson plans to enhance English
listening and speaking skills of Prathom Suksa 5 students using simulations and to
investigate listening and speaking achievement of students before and after studying
through simulations. The sample was 25 Prathom Suksa$ students of Ommeng school,
Mae Chaem district, Chiang Mai province, during the first semester of academic year
2003. The instruments consisted of 10 lesson plans using simulations and an English
listening-speaking test. The data collected weré analyzed by using mean, standard
deviation and t-test.

The results were as follows:

1. The English plans using simulations consisted of 10 lesson plans covering
21 teaching hours including; Introducing oneself-1; Introducing oneself-2; Introducing
someone; Greeting; Apologizing; Asking and giving directions; Buying and selling-1;
Buying and selling-2; Describing process (Making orange juice) and Making telephone
calls

2. English listening-speaking achievement of students before and after using

simulations was found different at .01 level of significance.
