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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to design instructional plans using Synectics
learning activities in developing short story writing skills of Prathom Suksa 2 students at
Regina Coelli and to make a comparison of their leaming achievement before and after
learning through the designed instructional plans compéring to the set criterion of 60%. The
sample, simple random selected, was 49 Prathom Suksa 2/1 students of Regina Coelli Mueang
Chiang Mai District, Chiang Mai Province in the first semester of Academic Year 2003. The
instruments consisted of five instructional plans on writing short story through Synectics
learning activities using two hours in each plan totaling 10 hours of teaching time, and a test

on one topic of short story writing. The collected data were analyzed by using means,

standard deviations, and t-test.

The major findings were as follows:

1. The designed instructional plans, on short story writing through Synectics
leamning activities for Prathom Suksa 2 students, consisted of 5 instructional plans, which
consumed t{wo hours for each plan with the total of 10 teaching hours. The plans were
effective in developing students’ short story writing skills.

2. After leaming through the designed instructional plans, students’ achievement
were signiticantly higher than before leaming at the level of .01. Most students passed the

set criterion of 60% with 63.56 percent as the average score.
