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ABSTRACT

This one-group pretest-posttest experiment research was to study the effect of using
group activities on self efficacy of 12 lower secondary school students enrolled in 2" semester of
2003 academic year. The subjects participated in the group process activities for 5 weeks.

The instruments used included 10 activities for developing self efficacy and self efficacy test.
The researcher collected the data herself before and after the experiment and analyzed them in
terms of frequency distribution, percentage, means and standard deviation. It was found that

self efficacy of the students increased after participating in the experiment.
