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ABSTRACT

The purposc of this study was to study about the state of problems and
community nceds conceming curriculum development and leamning  activities for
cducational deprived children in  Rajaprachanukhraw 30 School , Mea ~ ai District ,
Chiang Mai. The population of this study were the school committee , the sub-district
administrative committee and heads of sub-districts in 3 districts (Mea — ai , Fang and
Chaiprakan ). Data were also collected from primary school directors , heads of villages ,
sccondary students and their parents | all of whom were randomly sampled. The
population and samples were 345 persons altogether. The instruments were questionnaires
and interview forms. Data were analyzed by using frequency , percentage , mean and
standard deviation , and presented in a descriptive manner,

The findings were as follows :

1. The problems of the community in the school service area were related to
the economic depression as well as low income which brought hardship to some chiidren
{severely poor families).

2. The community needs concerming curriculum development and learning

activities :



2.1 As for the curriculum planning , the community demanded that the
schools should provide their students with both general and vocational programs.

2.2 As for some additional courses, the community demanded that some
foreign courses like those dealing with English and other languages had to be provided
as electives so as to help the students be tourist guides or even to help them in furthering
their study.

2.3 As for pedagogical activities, the community demanded that some
pedagogical activities had to be provided in order for the students to develop some
prospective characteristics i.e being proud to be Thai, harmony, endeavor, self — esteem ,
and self — disciplines . The library should be media service center equipped with learning
materials, technology and innovation for students’ leamning. Furthermore , the community
would like the school to praise out — standing students , by giving them certificates of
honor , for their excellent study and moral quality.

2.4 As for student development activities, the community demanded that
guidance  activities according to basic education curriculum should be systematically

organized.
