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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to design instructional plans using games for written
spelling practice on difficult words and to study the learning outcomes of using games for
written spelling practice on difficult words of Prathom Suksa 3 students. The target group,
purposively selected, consisted of 16 students of Prathom Suksa 3 students who studied in the
second semester of the academic year 2003 at Wat San Don Mun Primary School, Saraphi
District, Chiang Mai Educational Service Area 4. The instruments consisted of 15
instructional plans using games and an achievement test of 40 items on written spelling
difficult words. The collected data were analyzed by using means, standard deviations,
percentage and compared with the criterion of 60 percent and presented through tables with
descriptions.

The major findings were as follows:

1. The designed instructional plans on difficult words written spelling practice using
games for Prathom Suksa 3 students included 15 instructional plans, taking one hour in each
plan, totaling 15 teaching hours. The plans found effective in practicing spelling written
difficult words for Prathom Suksa 3 students.

2. After learning through the designed instructional plans, students achievement

scores was 75.78 percent, which was higher than the set criterion of 60 percent.
