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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to construct Project—Based Learning plans on local
material products for Prathom suksa 6 students, and to study the results of implementation of
Project-Based Learning plans on local material products. The target group in this study was
twelve Prathom suksa 6 students of Ban Phae Yan Doi Chae school in Mae Tha District,
Lamphun province in the first semester of academic year 2004. The instruments consisted of
1} ten Project-Based learning plans on local material products covering 20 teaching hours,
2) a test on the knowledge part, 3) an evaluation form of work performance skills, 4)
evaluation form of work outcomes, and 5) the questionnaire of students, opinions. Data was
analyzed by the percentages and compared with the set criterion at 60 parents, then presented
by using tables with description.

The major finding were as follows:

1. The designed Project-Based Learning plans on local material products for
Prathom Suksa 6 Students comprising 10 plans covering 20 teaching hours.

2. The students obtained average scores of knowledge, the work performance
skills, and products at 75 percent which was higher than set criterion 60 percent.

3. Regarding students’ opinions concerning the designed Project-Based Learning
plans, the students liked those plans because they had the opportunity to search on and
practiced according to their interests to success. The students learnt from many sources and

challenged their abilities. The students wanted to study out at the enterprises.
