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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this independent study were to develop moral lesson plans
using northern folktales for Prathom Suksa 4 students and to study the development of
moral reasoning of Prathom Suksa 4 Students. The sample included 29 Prathom Suksa 4
students who were studying in the first semester of 2004 academic year of Aﬁubanhangchat
School, Hang Chat District, Lampang Province. The instruments were 14 moral lesson |
plans using northern folktales for Prathom Suksa 4 students, and 30 items of rﬁoral reasoning
test including gratitude, honest and altruism. The collected data were analyzed by using
mean, standard deviations, and t-test.

The findings were as follows:

1. The 14 moral lesson plans using northem folktales for Prathom Suksa 4
students were developed. Each plan tasks one teaching hour.

2. The moral reasoning of students before and after learning was significantly

different at .01 level and most students developed higher level of moral reasoning.
