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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to construct the primary school students’ health
database using Microsoft Access program, Visual Basic program and Seagate Crystal
Report program. After the construction, the database was evaluated by 3 specialists
and 30 teachers of 3 schools: Sirimongklanusorn school, Sripingmuang school and
Baan Baukkroknoi school. The results showed that the database system was an

appropriate primary school students’ health database.
