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ABSTRACT

The study on female students working as “Pretty Girl” was conducted in form
of case study. It was aimed at examining the causes and the process by which female
students was motivated to do the pretty girl job which heavily involved with alcohol. It
was also to investigate Jife maintenance of the girls who were torn between two roles:
day time role of student and night time role of working woman. The research was
designed to be an in-depth study starting from surveying the concepts, theories, and
related literature to set a conceptual framework for the research through which
information was gathered by informal interview and participant as well as non-participant
observations. The collected information was then classified basing on the set conceptual
framework before being presented in form of analytical description.

It was found that there are many causes that led the case to engage in the Pretty
Girl job. First, it was the need to obtain money to live up with the current trend of
adolescent consumerism of those who had low income but enjoy the taste of using
expensive items and their attitude that this job has done no harm to their reputation.
Instead, it was a source of good income which had embodied their selfesteem of feeling
good about having a job to do. Secondly, in regard to the process of entering into this job,
the girl began her career with being the restaurant’s receptionist and had later been
introduced to the pretty girl job with the notice that those who engaged with the job had
always been well off. All these factor induced them to work as the pretty girl for a
particular brand-name drink. Not long after that, they moved from working with a small
enterprise to the larger one knowing more guests and interacting in a larger social circle
accumulating job experiences. Thirdly, their double life had been skiilfully maintained.
At day time, the case had presented themselves according to the time and space not only
in the study space but also in space of their interaction with their peers who enjoyed
certain bodily expression, face make up, new fashion, as well as group chat just like any
other female student counterparts. In their working time and space, the cases simply
discarded their student uniform and dressed themselves up to the pretty girl’s norm. They
were now ready to receive, introduce the drink products, and please the customers no
matter how she really felt about the situation,
