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ABSTRACT

This case study was aimed at constructing an instructional program to develop
learning skills of a child with special need. The case was brought to Raja Nakarin
Institute for Children Development Enhancement to be tested of intelligence level and
obtained the Institute’s medical notification to prove the case’s status as the child with
special needs but with high intelligence level and short attention span. The collected data
were used to develop the program to enhance learning skills. After revision, the program
was used with the case for 4 months during which data about learning skills were
collected. The researcher organized one activity per week which took 3 days each of
which took 20 minutes. The data were collected through observation and anecdotal
record during the activity. The findings reveal that the case showed some interest and
lent full cooperation to in the activities. The learning skill development program could
encourage the case to fully engage in the program. As nature of talented child itself had
deprived the child’s leaming skill development, the program could draw attention of the
case to enhance his learning skills.
