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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to compare English Vocabulary Knowledge for
Beginner Level Students with Physical Impairment before and after using of Computer-Assisted
Instruction to Develop English Vocabulary. The sample was 5 Prathom Suksa 6 Students with
Physical Impairment of Srisangwan school, Sansai District, Chiang Mai province, during the
second semester of academic year 2005. The instruments consisted of 5 lesson plans using
Computer - Assisted Instruction to Develop English Vocabulary, Computer—Assisted Instruction
to Develop English Vocabulary, English Vocabulary Knowledge test and Learning behavior
observation test. The data collected were analysed by using mean and percentage.

The findings revealed that Students with Physical Impairment had higher English
Vocabulary Knowledge before Learning by Computer — Assisted Instruction to Develop English

Vocabulary.
