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ABSTRACT

This independent study investigated community participation in education management
of Ban Boluang School, Hod District, Chiang Mai Province. Sample under study comprised 160
community leaders, members of school board, former students, members of Tombon Ban Boluang
Administration Organization and parents in the 2005 academic year. Instrument used was a
questionnaire with items asking about essentials of the topic. Collected data were analyzed through
application of percentage.

The findings indicated that most respondents participated in expressing their opinions
on the ensuing aspects, i.e., information about school’s current situations; promoted planning in
organizing local wisdom activities; coordinated with the community for school development;
Offered help for the work force in school educational development; gathered fund by various ways
in order to help the school; gave suggestions to students for furthering their study; and cultivate
students to be discipline, moral and ethical. As for recommendations, respondents would like
school to organize meeting or seminar on planning and evaluation including the making of good

relationships between school and community.
