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ABSTRACT

This pretest-posttest experiment research was to study the effect of using
MicroWorlds Pro Program to develop creative thinking of Prathom Suksa 4 students
at Ban Sankampaeng School, San Kampaeng District, Chiang Mai Province, enrolled
in the second semesterot 2005. The population comprised 40 students, who were
taught through MicroWorlds Pro Program for the 10 weeks experiment period. The
instrument used included 5 lesson plans for MicroWorlds Pro and the creative
thinking tests. The researcher collected the data herself before and after the
experiment, The collected data were analyzed in terms of mean, standard deviation
and t-test.

The students’ post-tested creativity was found to have increased in every

dimension: fluency, elaboration and originality, at .01 significance level.
