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ABSTRACT

This study investigated internal quality assurance operation in Sirimangkalanusorn
School, Chiang Mai Province. Population under study comprised 68 administrators and teachers
from the above school. Instrument used was a questionnaire with items asking about essentials of
the topic. Collected data were then analyzed through applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

Most respondents expressed that in the overall picture of internal quality assurance
operation in aforementioned school; administrator did organize activities and put emphasis on
student-centered learning-found to be at the good level, whereas the school curriculum was suitable
to the learners and the local community had instructional materials appropriable to learning-found
to be at the excellent level. Moreover, teaches were able to organize instruction activities
effectively and emphasizing student-centered learning-found to be at the good level. Also, students
were able to analyze, synthesize, plus other qualities including developing self continuously-found
to be at the moderate level. Lastly, students were knowledgeable with necessary skills according

to the curriculum-found to be at the should be improved level.
