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ABSTRACT

This research was to study the relationship between emotional quotient (E.Q.)
and intelligence quoatient (1.Q.) of Prathom Suksa 6 students who had high learning
achievement at Dara Academy, Chiang Mai Province. The sample of 118 students
was simple-randomized from the population of 170 students who had the highest
grade point average. The instrument used included the 1.Q. Test and E.Q. Test for
12-15 years old children both of which were developed by Department of Mental
Health, Ministry of Public Health. It was found that the students who had high
learning achievement had E.Q. in general at the norm and 1.Q. at the intelligent
level. The students’ E.Q. and 1.Q. were related at .001 level of statistical significance
based on Chi-Square test and had r = 0.366 based on product-moment correlation
coefficient which had significance at .01 level.
