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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to identify problems of administration towards student
affairs in Wachirawit School, Secondary School, Chiang Mai under the office of Private Education
Committee. The target group comprised 496 teachers and students. The instruments were checklists
and rating scales questionnaires. The data were analyzed by percentage, mean, median, and standard
deviation.

The rcsults were found that 4 conditions of administration towards student issues were
done in high level. Those were registration forms and students’reports, orientation, school disciplines,
and student activities. More over, 4 conditions of administration towards student issues which were
done in low level were grouping, health service, consulting service, and scholarship management.

All eight problems were in low level and needed to improve as the following topics.

First, students in the same program had different background knowledge.Second, the objectives of the
orientation were not clear. Next, the staff did not follow the school disciplines.Fourth, the school had
less staff who knew about registration tasks. Besides, school had much more activities and they

affected students’schedules. Finally, poor students were shy to ask for scholarship.
