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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this independent study were to develop a set of
activities for developing creativity of Prathom Suksa four students, to study
effectiveness of the activity set for developing creativity by using criteria of
effectiveness on the process and the outcome with a proportion of 75/75,
and to survey the students’ opinions on using the set activities for
developing creativity. The population of this study was twenty-eight
Prathom Suksa four students studying at Ban Nong Sa Nhoe School in the
first semester of the 2006 academic year. The tools used in this study
were a set of activities for developing creativity; the Rubrics assessing the
creativity of the students in four elements, i.e. fluency thinking, flexibility
thinking, originality thinking and elaboration thinking; the students creativity
observation form; and the questionnaire asking for students’ opinions. The
methodologies used for analyzing data were percentage, means, and standard
deviation. An effectiveness of the set of activities for developing creativity
could be calculated by using formula E,/E;.

The results of this study were as follows:

1. An activity set, consisting of 11 subpackages, was created for

developing creative thinking.



2. The set of creative activities was totally effective at
77.54/79.76 which was above the standard set at 75/75. However, on
considering each element of creative thinking, it was found that fluency
thinking and flexibility thinking were above the standard set at 80.95/77.38
and 86.16/100, respectively. For elaboration thinking, only the resultant
effectiveness was satisfactory at the average percentage of 73.21/76.19.

On the other hand, for originality thinking, the resultant was unsatisfactory
at the average percentage of 71.31/65.48. And it was found from the class
observations that most students’ behaviors expressed while attending
activities--using the activity set for developing creativity--were amusement
(28.57%), being playful and being humorous (27.60%), daring to think and
act (25.65%), and expressing different opinions from others (18.50%).

3. Students’ opinions related to learning by using the set of
activities for developing created activities were on an agreeable level with
the mean score of 4.43. By considering each issue separately, it could be
concluded as follows: students extremely agreed on using media for
arranging activities and for activity organization with the mean scores of
4.61 and 4.52, respectively. The students’ opinions on measurement and
evaluation, time used, and atmosphere during the activities were on the
agreeable level with the mean scores of 4.37,4.18 and 4.15, respectively.

Moreover, by answering open-ended questions, most students
answered that they felt very proud and glad for attending this set of
activities and they were very happy and enjoyed doing the activities which
they had never done before. Some students answered that they had
a chance to think and did several activities. Furthermore, they got new
knowledge and felt very amused. One of students said that he felt good
from doing this activity. He knew more about colors and he knew that
there were some friends whom he loved. In addition, teacher let him do

things that he had never done before.
