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ABSTRACT

This independent study aimed to explore the parents’ opinions and support concerning
music instruction in school under the Office of Chiang Mai Educational Service Area 1. The
sample group was 308 parents whose children studied in three different sizes of schools; large,
medium, and small. The research tool used for collecting data was the questionnaire, checklist,
rating scale and open ended. The data were collected during the first semester of 2006 academic
year, and analyzed by frequency, percentage, standard deviation. Then, the results were shown
in table and narrative summary. ‘

The results of the study were as follow :

1. The parents’ opinions on music instruction were at high level for all aspects namely
course cobjective, course content, learmning process, media and source of learning, and evaluation,
Most parents agreed that the schools should clarify all objectives of music instruction to
parents. The students should tell the name of each music instrument, and to learn history and
background of local music. In addition, the music composed by His Majesty the King should
be added in the course outline. It was suggested that teachers should integrate music with
other contents. However, it was found that though media were very necessary for music
instruction, the lack of media still remained. Finally, the parents agreed that the evaluation should
concentrate on the skill and enhanced the learning development among students.

2. In supporting term, the result of this study indicated that though most parents did
not participate in setting up the music course content, they provided some suggestions towards
music learning for those students. The parents purchased or offered music instruments to students.
They, moreover, donated some money for buying additional media — equipments, provided opportunity
for their children to attend the extra music course, and also financial support to travel fo music recourses.
