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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to construct the picture sets to develop communication
skill of a student with severe mental retardation and to study the student’s communication skill
using Picture Exchange Communication System (PECS). The case study was a nine-year-old
boy having a communication problem and studying at Special Education Center Region 8,
Amphur Mae Rim, Chiang Mai, The instruments were 1) a set of 7 pictures 2) 5 lesson plans
3) an evaluation form using Picture Exchange Communication System (PECS) in Phase 1 and 2.
The study was taken 28 days ; 30 times per de_ty..Data were collected from a behavior form and
video recording and analyzed by frequency, means and percentage.

The results were as follows:

1. There were two picture categories, ¢ontained 7 pictures which were snacks and
toys, with the size of 3x3 inches. All of them were colour pictures created by the reinforcement
assessment of the student

2. The student had excellent level in all aspects of PECS with percentage 93.88.

The findings of phase 1 and 2 were as follows ;



2.1 Phrase 1A (Picture Exchange) the student had moderate level in
communication skill in picture exchange percentage 76.94.

2.2 Phrase 1B (Picture Exchange) the student had excellent level in
communication skill in picture exchange percentage 97.04.

2.3 Phrase 2 : Distance & Persistence with trainers, the student had excellent
level at percentage 90.67.

2.4 Distance and Persistence with trainers in different room, the student had
excellent level at percentage 98.00.

2.5 Distance & Persistence with trainers, picture sets and the student; the student
had excellent level at percentage 98.89,

2.6 Distance & Persistence with a real situation, the student had excellent level at

percentage 100.
