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ABSTRACT

This study is one group pretest — posttest experimental research aiming at studying the
effect of using storytelling activities on moral reasoning of Prathom Suksa 5 students. The
sample were 12 Prathom Suksa 5 students at Ban Muen Kaow School, Mae Tha District,
Lamphun Province, enrolled in the second semester of 2006 academic year. The tools used in
this study were storytelling activities and the moral reasoning test. Frequency, percentage, mean
, standard deviation, and paired t-test were used to analyze the data. The result showed that
students who had participated in storytelling activities had higher level of moral reasoning at

0.05 statistical significance level.
