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ABSTRACT

This study aimed at studying problems and management guidelines for
developing Basic Educational Curriculums in Scriptural Schools at General
Education Department Group 5 Chiang Mai Educational Service Area 4.
The population  in this study was consisted of 80 members including
Administrators, Administrator’s  assistants, teachers and Education institutions
committee in the 2006 academic year. Instrument used was a questionnaire
with checklist, rating scale, and open-ended items. Collected data were then
analyzed through applications of mean, standard deviation and percentage.

The results of the study revealed that proceed ’s condition, problems
and suggestions  for developing educational Institution curriculums in
scriptural schools at general education department group 5 Chiang Mai
educational service area 4 included 5 sides as follows.

The process of curriculum’s management planning was mostly practiced
at the middle level. The most implemented one was keeping and collecting
educational statistic data up to date and then applied it for developing the
curriculum. The problem found in this study was that the school had not enough
budget to use in preparing and producing educational Institution curriculums.
It was suggested that the responsible organization should support more budget.

The process of learning management was mostly practiced at a “high”
level; that was managing the teaching’s timetable according to learning’s
management activity of each  subject groups. The problem found was that
teachers did not contribute a good cooperation in managing Educational
Institution Curriculums. The suggestion was that more realization of the teachers
should be improved on learning management and which needs the teacher’s
intention and contribution.



The process of learning media usage was mostly practiced at the
“moderate” level. The highest one was advising the teachers to use natural
resources to make learning media. The problem found was that the school
had not enough budget to support, to procure and to produce it. The suggestion
was that the school should produce the learning media itself or seek them from the
local community. In addition, the media should be producing relevant to the
instructions and more budget should be supplied for leaning media production.

The process of assessment and evaluation was mostly at the
“moderate” level. The highest one was planning and setting up a suitable timetable
for the assessment and evaluation during, at the end and throughout the semester.
The problem was that the school did not make its assessment and evaluation tools
systematically. It was suggested that the assessment and evaluation tools should
be made in accordance to the curriculum.  Teachers should take more serious
consideration on the importance of assessment and evaluation, manage it in
according to eight subject groups continuously, systematically and suitable for
validation.

The process of student development activities was mostly practiced at
the “high” level. The highest one was supporting students to have direct
experiences and to participate in important activities, dharma observing activity,
community serviced activity. The problem found was that the school had not
sufficient budgets to operate the activities for learning promotion in accordance
with the subject groups. It was suggested that the school should manage the
budget systematically by allotting it in according to the subject groups.
