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ABSTRACT

This is a qualitative research on peer group learning process on sexual
relationship: the case study of certificate in vocational education male students
aiming at studying their learning experience on sexual relationship through the peers
particularly those in the same peer group. Methaods to collect data included
observation, focus group discussion, and informal interview. The research was based
on peer group learning concept covering factors affecting learning, attitude and value.
It was found that learning through peers occurred with processes of observation,
participation, imitating, etc. The students learned from friends, school, family, and
various media each of which differed in their approach and content. It was also found
that nowadays peers and media had influence on learning about sexual relationship in
the peer group.
