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Abstract

The objective of this study was to investigate the teachers’ and parents’
expectation on morality development of students at Ban Thung Look School, Fang
District, Chiang Mai Province and guidelines to develop students’ morality focusing on
five morals, namely, discipline, courtesy, honest, saving and responsibility. Data were
collected by using a rating scale questionnaire and focus group discussion. The sample
consisted of 14 teachers and 111 parents. The researcher analyzed the data in terms of
mean and percentage. The findings are as follows: The teachers’ and parents’
expectation on morality development of students was at the highest level on each of the 5
morals. Teachers should insert morality development with the learning activities.
Teachers and parents should closely supervise them and set themselves as a good model.
