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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to examine learning behaviors and factors affecting
learning behaviors of 95 Matthayom Suksa 6 students studying a Buddhist subject at
MaelJedeewittayakom School, Research instruments were an observation form, an interview form,
and a questionnaire. Data were analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation, and presented
in table with description through lecture method.

The findings revealed that learning behaviors of early childhood students were at a
medium level, and while-studying behaviors were at a low level.

The four factors—teachers’ teaching behaviors, students’ readiness, school and home

environment factors—affecting students’ learning behaviors were at a medium level.
