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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to study Factors Affecting Moral Behaviors of Grade
Level 3 Students at Watanothai Payap School, Mueang Chiang Mai District. The populations for
the study consist of 24 teachers who teach students with problems on their ethical behaviors and
54 students in level 3 who have some problems on their ethical behaviors. The tools used in this
research are questionnaires and the statistical analysis using means of percentage, means, and
standard deviation. The presentation of results was presented by using charts, diagrams with
descriptive explanations.

The results of the study were concluded that both factors from the students themselves
and from the students’ social surroundings such as ones in class, school and their families can

affect the ethical behaviors among the grade level 3 students in average.
