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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to assess the implementation of each learning
activity of the mathematics club activity for the third level students at Sacred Heart
College, Chiang Mai. All learning activities were created based on the students
interests. Some activities were created for all students and other activities were
created for students to join separately by class level.

The researcher constructed 4 types of assessment forms namely; observation
forms, task assessment forms, student’s journal and teacher’s journal. All
assessment forms were used during and after each learning session by the co-teacher
and the researcher during the second semester of the academic year 2548. Sixty one
students participated in this study. There were 14 grade seven students, 21 grade
eight students, and 26 grade nine students. Data collected were analyzed and
presented descriptively.

The results of this study shown that all assessment forms were appropriate
for collecting data. The analyzed data indicated that all students paid close attention
and actively participated in all activities provided. Students also carried out all
assigned tasks attentively. In some cases, the data collected could be used to alter
and improve successive learning activities.
