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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study is to study morality and relationships in morality of students at
Chiang Mai University Demonstration School in 4 aspects: knowledge morality, attitude morality,
reasons morality and, behavior morality. Samples were 198 students, 5 teachers, and 99 parents.
In collecting data, the researcher used tests, group discussion, and questionnaires. Data were
analyzed by percents, means, and Pearson Correlation 2-tailed in SPSS program.

The results from the tests are as follows :

1. Knowledge morality, attitude morality and reason morality are at high Level.

2. Behavior morality is at rather high level.

Correlation coefficient of all aspects are between -.372 to 1 For students, the correlation
coefficient shows that knowledge morality and attitude morality; knowledge morality and
behavior morality; reason morality and behavior morality are level .01 of statistical significance.
Knowledge morality and reason morality; attitude morality and reason morality are level .05 of
statistical significance. For teachers, the correlation coefficient shows no correlation for
perception of teachers in all 4 aspects. For parents, there are correlations between knowledge
morality and attitude morality; knowledge morality and reason morality; attitude morality and

reason morality; reason morality and behavior morality are level .01 of statistical significance.



The results from group discussion and questionnaires show that students, teachers and
parents have some opinions in the same way. They all agree that there is a need to acknowledge
and provide learning activities about student’s morality with continuous and consistent

cooperation of students, teachers, and parents in order to improve student’s morality.
