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ABSTRACT

This study investigated parents’ decision for children to enroll in kindergarten level at
Wat Gate School Cluster, Chiang Mai Municipality. Population under study comprised 205
parents of kindergarten children who enrolled in aforementioned municipal schools in the 2007
academic year. Instrument used was a questionnaire with items covering essential of the topic.

Whereupom, collected data were analyzed by frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows:

In deciding to send their children to kindergarten in the above municipal schools, most
parents agreed on the ensuing aspects, i.e., teachers were good examples with splendid human
relations and taking good care of children; convenient to travel to schools; schools were accepted
by the community and also helped conserving local culture; mutual learning activities;
classrooms with good air flow; appropriate learning aids and materials in the library ; and
arranged the display for students’ work. In contrast, more than half of the parents did not agree

on the only matter that they were recommended by friends.
