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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to evaluate the integrated module on sufficiency
economy of Prathom Suksa 4, Varee Chiang Mai school by using CIPP model in four aspects i.e.
1) Context2) Input 3) Process and 4) Product. The populations were twenty-seven instructors of
the integrated module on sufficiency economy and 170 Prathom Suksa 4 students of Varee
Chiang Mai School in the second semester of academic year 2007. The research tools were :
1) an evaluation from of the integrated module on sufficiency economy for teacher, 2) an
evaluation from of the integrated module on sufficiency economy for student, 3) students’
interviews from, 4) students’ learning activities record form, and 5) a criteria for evaluation
integrated module on sufficiency economy. The data were analyzed by using frequency, means,
standard deviations and descriptive explanation. The findings were as followed:
1. Contexts
1.1 The instructors approved the relationship between learning activity and
learning standard, intended learning outcomes and the subject matter of the integrated module on
sufficiency economy.
1.2 The instructors and the students approved the integrated module on sufficiency

economy subject matter.



2. Input
2.1 The instructors and the students approved the instructors’ preparation before
creating of the integrated module on sufficiency economy.
2.2 The instructors and the students approved the teaching aids.
2.3 The instructors approved learning input.
2.4 The students approved the preparation of teaching aids.
2.5 The students approved the preparation of learning input.
3. Process
3.1 The instructors and the students the activities in the integrated module on
sufficiency economy.
3.2 The instructors and the students approved the activity’s evaluation.

3.3 The instructors approved the followed up supervision of the instructors in
integrated module on sufficiency economy.
4. Product
The instructors and the students approved the overall of the product and all students

were passed the quality assessment at level 2.
