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ABSTRACT

This study investigated performance on school and community relations of
educational opportunity expansion schools in Pai District, Mae Hong Son Peocince. Population
under study comprised 88 administrators and teachers from aforementioned schools in in 2008
academic year. Instrument used was a questionnaire with items covering essentials of the topic.
Collected data were then analyzed through applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

Most respondents revealed the ensuing performance on school and community
relations, i.e., provided service to community; acquired service from community; encouraged
relationship between community and other organizations; let school board members performed
their tasks according to the regulations; carried out public relations but did not offer service in
health and vocation aspects; set up rules and regulations for services; and established club, charity
organization, public building for public relations, radio, and television. As for problems and
recommendations, almost half of the respondents indicated the following aspects, i.e., parents
were badly off in economic situation; teachers were lacked of knowledge and aptitude in health
and vocation matters; no time to offer service; unsuitable buildings and environs; lacked of sport

facility and materials; school administrators and teachers did not coordinate with community as



leaders and did not participate in community development continuously; school board members
were selected by school administrator; and public relations was not systematic. In the matter of
public relations, schools should offer information and give report in community meeting. Also,
schools should coordinate with other organizations to provide service to community, arrange for
outside guest lecturers to provide knowledge to students and community, have role in community

development, and make plan for public relations clearly.
