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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this independent study were to 1) examine the use of basic
multiplication teaching package basing on art activities for a student with mental retardation
(1.Q. 76 or educable mentally retarded) who studying at Mathayomsuksa 3, Nanpanyanukul
School and 2) investigate mathematic learning behavior of the case study during the second
semester of the academic year 2006.

The case study was selected by purposive sampling. The instruments included:

1) hand book of teacher; 2) teaching package with four art activities; 3) behavioral observation
form; 4) baseline test form; 5) pre and post testes; and 6) a VDO recorder. The results were
analyzed and reported by frequencies with brief explanation and information gathered from the
observation form and VDO recorder were categorized into major themes and explained
descriptively. The following general findings were formulated.

1. Afier four activities were learnt by the case study it was found that the scores of
each activity were higher the scores measured at the baseline.

2. The learning behavior of the case study was observed. It was found that the
average scores given by the researcher and the research assistant were rated the same. i.e., the

good quality level.



3. Results of learning behavior observation showed that the case study achieved all

learning objectives. Furthermore, he was interested in learning and was able to give feed back

and comments including questioning, expressing his opinion and giving viewpoint. He was also

able to used basic multiplication in his daily life.
