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ABSTRACT

Physical aggressive behaviors which were the unwanted behaviors have been studying
here including disturbing others by making loud noise, attacking other hitting by hand, pinching,
clawing or scratching, kicking, grabbing things and annoying while others were doing activities.
The purpose of this study was to investigate using tales as models to decrease physical aggressive
behavior of a student with cerebral palsy. The subject was a 9 year old boy with hemiplegia
cerebral palsy, studying in Srisangwal Chiang Mai School, kindergarten level. The main
instruments were 1) treatment plans focusing on reducing physically aggressive behaviors and
2) a behavioral observation and recording form, which divided to 3 periods, baseline data
collecting, treatments and extinction. The data were analyzed using percentages, means, and slop
by Split Middle Method. The results were descriptively presented together with tables and graphs.
The findings revealed that after using tales as models to decrease physical aggressive behavior of
a student with cerebral palsy not only by the mean of percentage in the baseline, treatment
and extinction phase: 64.62,34.23 and 4.62% but also in the slop by Split Middle Method:-

0.25, -0.27 and -0.38 consequently.
