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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research entitled “STAD Learning Activities in Teaching Food ans
Nutrition Course, Chomthong School, Chiang Mai Province” were to study students’ learning
achievement and to study students’ opinion toward learning activities. A study group consisted of
16 Mathayom Suksa 1 Students taking Foods and Nutrition Course in the second semester,
academic year of 2008. The research tools composed of learning plans, and a questionnaire asking
students’ opinion. The data were analyzed through uses of percentage average, mean and
standard deviation..

The research results were as follows:

The students gained higher learning achievement scores with the percentage average of
18.25. As for students’ opinion toward learning activities in all four aspects, namely the
responsibility; the opinion expression; collaboration; and listening to other’s opinion; all four

aspects were rated highest by most students.
