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ABSTRACT

This independent study was to follow-up social behaviors of Mathayom Suksa 1 students
at Sanpatongwittayakom School, Chiang Mai Province, after participating in the moral camp.
The sample comprised 45 students among whom were 15 male and 30 female 30, enrolled in
second semester of the 2008 academic year. Instrument included a questionnaire developed by
the researcher to follow-up social behavior covering 4 aspects, namely, being good person, having
discipline, paying attention to the study, and keeping away from narcotics. Statistics used in this
study included frequency distribution, percentage, mean, standard deviation and presented by
table with caption. The findings reveal that personal factors did not relate to the students’ social
behavior no matter it was assessed by any group-the teachers, parents, friends, or the students

themselves. The students had practiced those social behaviors at high level.
