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ABSTRACT

This study investigated student’s life skills management at Nandachart Grade School,
Hang Dong District, Chiang Mai Province. Population under study comprised 129 parents,
teachers, administrators, and advisors of aforementioned school in the 2009 academic year.
Instrument used was a questionnaire with items asking about essential of the topic. Whereupon,
collected data were analyzed through application of percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

In managing student’s life skills according to 9 basic characteristics of life skills at the
above school; Nearly all respondents revealed that students had acquired the ensuing skills : self
awareness, use of information, problem solving and decision making, communication and
interpersonal relations, coping and self management, cooperation and team work, empathy and
self development, vision and creative thinking, and critical thinking and refusal. All of which that
stated above covered every aspect of life skills. They were knowledge and experience from life
skills process which should be valuable for practical use in everyday living and should be the goal

for creating younger generation for better future of Thai society.
