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ABSTRACT 

 

 This study investigated planning of educational opportunity expansion schools  in  

Mae Hong Son  Educational Service Area 2.  Population under study comprised 34 administrators 

from aforementioned schools in the 2009 academic year.  Instrument used was a questionnaire 

with  items covering essential of the topic.  Collected data were then analyzed  through 

applications of  frequency and percentage. 

 The findings were summarized as follows : 

 With regard to planning of the above schools ; most respondents revealed works 

performed in every planning step related to planning preparation, analyzing current situations and 

problems, plan formulation, and plan elaboration.  As for problems  found, few respondents 

indicated personnel were not enough and they lacked knowledge and understanding of planning, 

including personnel did not cooperate and did not see the importance of planning.
