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ABSTRACT

This study was to investigate the effect of using interactive movies to enhance public mind in the
aspect of self and social responsibilities in taking care of the public benefits of Mathayom Suksa 5
students, Wachirawit School, Chiang Mai Province. The sample was composed of 41 students of
Mathayom Suksa 5 enrolled in the second semester of 2010 academic year. The instruments used
included the public mind test, 4 interactive movies on enhancing public mind self and social
responsibilities, student’s post-movies-viewing comment form, and student’s overall comment form.
The data were analyzed in terms of mean and standard deviation and presented in form of analytical
description. The findings reveal that after viewing the 4 interactive movies, the students had higher
level of public mind and from both individual and group reflections, it was evident that the students
had the public mind in the aspects of self and social responsibilities that helped protect the societal

benefits.
