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ABSTRACT

This independent study was to examine the power relations and social environments of
the juveniles committing recidivism. The sample was composed of 10 juveniles with recidivism
who were sent to the Remand Home, Chiang Mai Juvenile Observation and Protection Center.
The findings reveal that the youth with recidivism had self-perception related to the power
relations including social environments and interaction with the surrounding people such as
parents, relatives, friends, boyfriends, girlfriends, etc. all of which related in one way or another
to the recidivism. The social environments and social processes such as family, community,
society, child rearing, love and warmth, way of living, and life maintenance had set the model
and affected the behavior of each individual juvenile via the process of learning through various
stimulants that encouraged them to behave along their roles and duties to assure their security and
safety and to pursue life along the direction believed to best fit him or her under the existing

power relations.
