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ABSTRACT

The study was to investigate the factors related to achievement motivation of students
majoring in industrial engineering, Faculty of Engineering, Chiang Mai University. The sample was
composed of 130 forth year industrial engineering students enrolled in the second semester of 2010
academic year. The instruments were the questionnaire on factors hypothesized to be related to
achievement motivation and achievement motivation questionnaire. The collected data were analyzed
in terms of frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and Pearson’s correlation. The findings
revealed that: (1) the students had average scores on achievement motivation at high level. The
students also had average scores on the aspects of self-concept, the relationship with the parents, the
relationship with the friends, and the aspects of learning and teaching atmosphere at high level. In
addition, the students obtained average scores on the perception of parents’ expectation and the
relationship with the teachers, and (2) Five factors positively related to achievement motivation at .05
level of statistical significance were self-concept, relationship with the parents, relationship with

friends, the aspects of learning and teaching atmosphere, and relationship with the teachers.
