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ABSTRACT

This independent study was to investigate the process and effect of the supports for the
development of Thai and English spoken languages of a four years old girl through her mother
support. The study employed participatory action research and was carried out along the plans set
taking 5 months between December 2020 — March 2011. The findings reveal that the process of
linguistic supports set in the plans were relevant to the child everyday life and development
through the mother’s supports. She learned through social interactions and environments set up to
support the child’s linguistic development leading her to better learn and acquire clearly higher

language development.
